In 1940 Hemingway, with his new wife Martha, purchased a home
outside Havana, where the couple lived for the next twenty
years. The Hemingway’s named the site Finca Vigia, or “lookout
farm,” and shared their home with dozens of Hemingway's
beloved cats, as well as trophies from many successful hunts
and fishing expeditions. During their time at the Finca,
Hemingway became a fixture of Havana, and stayed in the
country longer than many Americans chose to after relations
between Cuba and the United States began to deteriorate. He
fished extensively aboard his boat, Pilar, and enjoyed the island
lifestyle, hanging out in Havana, penning some of his signature
works, and entertaining guests. His home, with many original
furnishings and personal artifacts can be viewed today.
